TOP TIPS

There is absolutely nothing wrong with the sentence above.  However, did you know that it is not professional?  In order to have a better style, try the following alternatives

The other tip that we are going to give you is NOT to use “Ain’t”.  This is actually slang (see below), which you must avoid at all cost!

USEFUL SLANG 

Have you ever felt a bit lost amongst your English speaking friends when they start using words you’ve never heard of? · “Ain’t it”or “innit” – You will hear a lot of teenagers use this term.  It basically means “isn’t it?”

· “Sick” – We often associate sick as being unwell or ill.  Do you know that it also means “cool”?  
Example:  Lin Dan’s badminton skill is sick!
· “Mate” – this basically means “friend”.  Remember we taught you “Alright” in the first newsletter?  Instead of saying “Hi! How are you?” Londoners often say “Alright mate?” to which the response is “Alright”
